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The Fulbright Specialist Program is a unique opportunity for U.S. Academics and established professionals to engage in two- to six-week,
project-based exchanges at host institution across the globe. The host institution provides the lodging, meals and any in-country program-related
travel. The U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs (ECA) pays for the grantee’s international travel and a stipend.

Institutions eligible to request a Fulbright Specialist include, but are not limited to:
